Propolis CERA
A resinous substance found in beehives (beeglue). Collected by bees from poplar buds. Found in biocosmetics, face creams, ointments, lotions, solutions, varnish, toothpaste, mouthwashes, tablets, chewing gum, etc. Also

found in wax for violins. Contains flavonoid aglycones and the main

allergen is 1,1-dimethylallyl caffeic acid ester (LB-1). 

Cross reaction with balsam of Peru (Myroxolon Pereirae). May cause airborne contact dermatitis. 
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
