Neomycin

You are allergic to neomycin.  This means that you should avoid contact with this substance in future.

Neomycin is an antibiotic found in creams, ointments, eardrops and eye preparations.  It is usually found in products for the skin but let your doctor know because you may develop a skin reaction to intravenous antibiotics such as gentamicin

It is important that you check all new products either bought or prescribed.  If in doubt contact the manufacturers.
