16. Para-tertiary butyl phenol formaldehyde resin (PTBPF Resin)

You are allergic to PTBPF resin. This means that you should avoid all products containing this chemical in the future. PTBPF Resin is found in: 

· Waterproof glues: such as those used in shoes, hats, handbags, watch straps, belts and purses

· Rubber items: rubber may contain PTBPF resin

· Paper: it has also been found in duplicating paper (especially if it is glossy), printing inks and some plastics

· Handles: handles on cookware can be made of plastic containing PTBPF resin

· Plywood and fibreglass: some hardboard and fibreglass is glued together using PTBPF resin. You may have exposure if you work in the construction industry

· DIY glues

· Commercial deodorants:  may also contain PTBPF resin
