28. Fucidin (Fusidic Acid)

You are allergic to Fucidin.  This means that you and your doctors should avoid all products containing it in the future.  It is an antibiotic, which is commonly used for the skin and may be in one of the creams or ointments that you have used.  Please check the label and be careful of prescribed creams in the future.

Fucidin is found in the following:

Fucidin H cream/ointment/gel

Fucibet cream

Fucidin cream/ointment/gel

Fucidin Intertulle

Fulcithalmic eyedrops

Much more rarely, Fucidin may be given as an intravenous infusion (‘drip’), so make sure that any hospital doctor knows about your allergy, as well as your GP.
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
