32. Methyldibromo glutaronitrile

You are allergic to methyldibromo glutaronitrile.  This means that you should avoid contact with products containing this substance in the future.  The following products may contain methyldibromo glutaronitrile so you should always check before using them. The ingredient to look for is methyldibromo glutaronitrile.
Methyldibromo glutaronitrile when present will be included in the ingredients listing on the labels of cosmetics so that you can avoid products containing it.  Always read the labels prior to using a cosmetic.

It is also called Euxyl K 400 especially when used in industrial chemicals.
